Highlights: 
 The highest percentage of SLSD 10th grade students met or exceeded the state standards in Reading, 

Math and Science in the history of state testing. 

 3rd, 4th, 5th and 10th grade students outperformed students across the state in Reading. 

 All grade levels tested in Science outperformed students across the state. 

 Students in 1st through 6th and 9th & 10th grades exceeded the benchmark for Oral Reading Fluency. 

 CGHS and Kennedy Alternative High School recorded their lowest drop rates ever at 1.1% and 7.3%.   

 CGHS 10th grade students outscored students in reading across the state by ten percentage points. 

  9th & 10th grade students at CGHS exceeded the average fluency benchmark of 150 words per minute. 

 Lincoln Middle School received a “Strong” rating on the Oregon State Report Card joining SLSD’s 
elementary schools with a “Strong” rating or higher. 

 Regular education students at all elementary schools and Cottage Grove High School met Federal 
Adequate Yearly Progress targets.
